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Executive Summary

Charnwood CDRP currently suffers the fifth highest amount of Violent Crime within its Most
Similar Group (MSG) of twelve CDRPs with a rate of 4.339 Violent Crimes per 1000
residents. This is an improvement on the CDRP’s position at the end of the previous
reporting year when the CDRP was placed second highest with a rate of 4.913 Violent
Crimes per 1000 residents.

The CDRP still remains well above the CDRP average of 3.536 Violent Crimes per 1000
residents.

Projections based on the previous three and six months worth of data predict a slight
decrease in the level of Violent Crime within the CDRP.

The Force as a whole suffers 4.977 Violent Crimes per 1000 residents and is the worst
performing in its group of similar forces; but has shown an improvement since the end of
the previous reporting year.

The North BCU suffers 3.510 Violent Crimes per 1000 residents, and this level is predicted
to fall further in the future.

The South BCU experiences 2.915 Violent Crimes per 1000 residents, but this looks likely
to increase in future if current patterns continue.

Non-Domestic Violent Crime

Charnwood CDRP has experienced an 18 per cent fall in the level of Non-Domestic ABH
related offences in the period 1% April 2006 — 31%' March 2009. A further 18 per cent fall in
Non-Domestic ABH is predicted for the 2009/10 if current patterns continue.

ABH and Common Assault made up almost half (49.4 per cent) of all offences committed in
this category

Levels of Personal Robbery between 1% April 2006 and 31* March 2009 fell by 19.3 per
cent; although projections for the end of the current reporting year predict an 8.7 per cent
rise.

Levels of initial Harassment offences are expected to rise by 17.81 per cent in the current
reporting period, whereas 2+ Harassment offences are expected to fall by 11 per cent in
the same period.

Levels of Non-Domestic Violent Crime dropped sharply during July of 2009, before
returning to previous year levels in the following months. Overall, levels for the remainder of
the current reporting year are expected to be below those of previous reporting periods
covered in this report.

Saturdays are consistently the day of the week which experiences the highest levels of
Non-Domestic Violent Crime. Further analysis of these offences show strong links to the
night time economy of the CDRP.

Levels of Non-Domestic Violent Crime tend to rise during the course of the day (starting
from 0700 hours) peaking in the late evening/early hours of the morning.

A sharp rise in the level of offences occurs between 15:00 and 17:00 hours. A dip test into
these offences shows that this rise can be attributed in the main to children of school age.
Approximately two-thirds of all Non-Domestic Violent Crime which occurred during the
period covered by this report, occurred in the Loughborough area.

A hot spot of Non-Domestic Violent Crime occurs in the High Street area of Loughborough.
Males account for 63 per cent of all victims of Non-Domestic Violent Crime. 16-20 year olds
(male & female) suffer this offence predominantly more than any other age range.

85 per cent of all victims of Non-Domestic Violent Crime are of White European extraction.
This ethnic grouping makes up 91.7 per cent of the total population of the CDRP. Asians
and African Caribbeans suffer higher levels of Non-Domestic Violent Crime in proportion to
the level of population their ethnicity represents within the CDRP.

The majority of victims of Non-Domestic Violent Crime within the CDRP live within the
CDRP’s boundaries. Very few victims reside outside of the Force area.
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Offenders are predominantly between the ages of 16 and 20 years old. This age group
accounted for 31.7 per cent of all known offenders during the reporting period.

White Europeans accounted for, on average, almost 90 per cent of all known offenders.
Offenders of African Caribbean ethnicity were higher in proportion to their make up in the
overall ethnicity of the CDRP.

The vast majority of known offenders resided within the CDRP itself; very few came from
outside the Force area.

Domestic Violence
Levels of Domestic Violent Crime rose 3.5 per cent in the period 1% April 2006 — 31% March
2009, but are predicted to fall by the same percentage in the current reporting year.
Sundays are consistently the day of the week that Domestic Violent Crime occurs on during
the period covered in this report.
Levels of Domestic Violent Crime tend to rise throughout the day, peaking in the late
evening.

Recommendations
Recommendations will be given in the overall summary of Non-Domestic Violent Crime for
the North BCU, and will be produced once the separate analyses for each of the CDRPs
has been completed.

Introduction

Aim and Purpose

An analysis was recently carried out by this office into the levels of Violent Crime within Rutland
CDRP. As aresult of this, further work was commissioned by the North Community Safety Bureau
to produce similar reports for the remaining CDRPs within the North Area. This analysis covers
Charnwood CDRP. The remaining CDRPs will be covered under separate reports, after which an
overall comparison will be produced. This report replicates the format of the original report
completed for Rutland CDRP, concentrating on Non-Domestic Violence. It is the aim of this
analysis to identify the nature of these offences, where and when they are happening, and to give
an insight into the profile of victims and offenders involved in this crime category.

Parameters

Data was extracted for the period: 1% April 06 — 31 Dec 09

Offence type used is: Assault & Harassment, Robbery, and Indecency
Location used is: Charnwood CDRP

Methodology

Analysis was conducted on data extracted from CIS.

Data Collection Issues
This data relies on information correctly recorded on CIS.

Background

Violent Crime covers many crimes as categorised by the Home Office. A full listing of Offences
committed in Charnwood CDRP during the report period under this category is included at
Appendix A to this report. In broad terms Violent Crime includes all offences of Assault &
Harassment, Robbery, and Indecency. Assault & Harassment encompasses all manner of
offences which, at first sight, may not appear to be a ‘violent’ crime. Offences such as malicious
phone calls, use of offensive language in a public place, and Death by Dangerous Driving are also
included in this category. Harassment is also split into two further categories; initial harassment,
and further (or secondary) harassment.
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Findings

National and Forcewide Picture

IQuanta is the Police Standards Unit Performance Monitoring Website and the charts included in
this document display the volume of Violent Crime in Charnwood CDRP from September to
November 2009. Also included are projections for 2009/10. It should also be noted that iQuanta
data includes Domestic Violence offences, which have not been concentrated on in this report.
Therefore the iQuanta data should be viewed with this in mind.

IQuanta data is displayed as offences per 1000 residents. The mid-year population estimate for
2008 (the latest source available) within Charnwood CDRP was 167101'. This represents 17 per
cent of the total population of the Force area (979750).

The graph below (Figure 1) shows the position of Charnwood CDRP within its ‘Most Similar Group’
(MSG). For the period of October to December 2009 Charnwood CDRP was placed fifth highest in
its MSG with a rate of 4.339 Violent Crimes per 1000 residents. The rate of Violent Crime in the
preceding period was 4.913 Violent Crimes per 1000 residents; at that time Charnwood CDRP was
placed second highest within its MSG, so its position has improved since the end of the previous
reporting period. However it still remains well above the MSG average which currently stands at
3.536 Violent Crimes per 1000 residents.

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Projections

The current iQuanta predictions for Violent Crime within Charnwood CDRP are displayed in the
graph below (Figure 2). This is based on a 12 month rolling total since July 2007, and shows the
CDRP as a solid black line with the ‘Most Similar Group’ as a dashed blue line. The graph clearly
shows that the CDRP has consistently remained above the MSG average and was at its highest
point above the average in May/June of 2009. Since that point Violent Crime in Charnwood
appears to be on a downward trend, whilst the MSG average is showing an increasing trend.
Short term projections using the last 3 and 6 months worth of data show a continuing downward
trend.

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Forcewide Comparison

The table below (Figure 3) shows that the Force overall is the worst ranking in its MSG, suffering
4.977 Violent Crimes per 1000 residents. In the final reporting period of the previous year the
Force was placed second with a rate of 5.36 Violent Crimes per 1000 residents. This indicates that
although the Force has improved its performance in this area, it is not improving at the same rate
as other forces within its MSG. Current projections show that levels of Violent Crime within the
Force are set to fall gradually in future months®. The North and South Areas of the Constabulary
both have rates that are lower than the Force and Charnwood’s ranking. The North has a rate of
3.510 Violent Crimes per 1000 residents, and the South 2.915 Violent Crimes per 1000 residents.
Projections for the North show that Violent Crime looks set to continue on a downward trend; whilst
a slight rise in Violent Crime is predicted in the South.

A full listing of offences committed in Charnwood CDRP under the category of Non-Domestic
Violent Crime from 1% April 2006 — 31* December 2009 is attached at Appendix A to this report.
The top five offences in this category are listed below. ABH and Common Assault make up nearly
half of all offences committed in this category (49.4 per cent). There have been large decreases in
ABH and Personal Robbery; this is tempered by a 10 per cent increase in 2+ Harassment. Levels
of ABH look set to continue to fall in the current reporting year if current patterns continue.
2+Harassment also looks set to fall in the current reporting year, however Harassment, Alarm and
Distress looks likely to show a large increase on the previous year.

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Temporal Analysis — Non-Domestic Violent Crime

Month of Year

Analysis of Non-Domestic Violent Crime by the month of the year shows that no real pattern
emerges year on year. Levels of Non-Domestic Violent Crime tend to be higher during the
summer months, which can be attributed to the longer hours of daylight. It is noticeable that there
was a sharp decrease in the level of Non-Domestic Violent Crime in July of the current reporting
year. It is known that the Partnership carried out a ‘Safer Summer’® campaign during this period,
and an evaluation of this campaign highlighted an example of good partnership working through
the use of Bluetooth and a local authority ASB road show. There was also a sharp decrease in the
level of Non-Domestic Violent Crime in December 2009; it is not known if this was as result of any
Christmas campaigns that were run by the Partnership over this period. Estimations for the
remainder of the current reporting year show that Violent Crime is predicted to remain lower than
previous reporting periods if present trends continue.

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Hour of Day

Analysis of Violent Crime within Charnwood CDRP shows that historically levels tend to rise during
the day. A ‘spike’ of Violent Crime activity occurs year on year between late afternoon and early
evening and a dip-test into these offences shows that this rise can be attributed in the main to
offenders of school age. It is recommended that further analysis be carried out to identify key
areas that could be targeted to assist in the reduction of school-related Violent Crimes. It should
be noted that information for the current reporting year is drawn from data extracted up to and
including the end of December 2009; therefore the graph below should not be used to compare
volumes of Violent Crime.

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Temporal Analysis — Domestic Violent Crime

As mentioned at the head of this report, the focus of this analysis is on Non-Domestic Violent
Crime. The next couple of pages provide a temporal analysis of Domestic Violent Crime in
Charnwood CDRP to enable the reader to compare and contrast any similarities or differences
between the two. It should be noted that information for the current reporting year is drawn from
data extracted up to and including the end of December 2009; therefore the graphs below should
not be used to compare volumes of Violent Crime.

Analysis of Domestic Violent Crime by the month of year does not reveal any obvious patterns. In
previous reporting periods July had consistently shown a peak, but in the current reporting period
this was not the case. May and August of the current reporting period have shown levels of
Domestic Violence higher than in corresponding months of the previous three years. Overall,
levels of Domestic Violence in Charnwood CDRP look set to be below those of previous years.

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Day of Week

Domestic Violent Crime differs from Non-Domestic in that Sunday is the day that sees more
offences reported; Non-Domestic Violent Crime tends to peak on a Saturday. Sunday is
consistently the day, year on year, which sees the highest level of reporting of Domestic Violence
in Charnwood CDRP.

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Hour of Day

Levels of Domestic Violent Crime in Charnwood over the reporting period by the time of day,
reveals a similar pattern to Non-Domestic Violent crime in that levels tend to rise throughout the
day. However, there are high levels of Domestic Violence that occur in the early hours of the
morning; given the information from the day of week analysis on the previous page, there is a
strong inference that these ‘early-hour’ crimes can be linked to the night time economy of the
previous evening. Information for the current reporting year is drawn from data extracted up to and
including the end of December 2009; therefore the graph below should not be used to compare
volumes of Violent Crime.

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Geographical Analysis — Non-Domestic Violent Crime

This section of the report analyses the location of Non-Domestic Violent Crime within Charnwood
CDRP over the reporting period. Not surprisingly, this type of crime predominately occurs in the
most populated areas of the CDRP. Approximately two-thirds of all Non-Domestic Violent Crime in
the CDRP during the reporting period occurred in the Loughborough area. Other areas with high
concentrations included Thurmaston, Syston, Mountsorrel, and Shepshed.

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Loughborough Town Centre Profile

The map below (Figure 13) highlights the areas within Loughborough that Non-Domestic Violent
Crime predominantly occurs. The major area identified by hot-spot mapping is the area around the
High Street. This area of the town has strong links to the night time economy, with many bars and
clubs in the immediate vicinity. A number of these venues have been marked on the map below
along with the location of a known taxi rank in the town centre; although it should be stressed that
this is an inference and no proven link between these locations and Non-Domestic Violence exists.

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Victim Profile

Data in terms of the victim’'s age, ethnicity and gender has been extracted from CIS and is
represented in the tables below. Those where there is a higher proportion have been highlighted.

Gender and Age Range of Victims

The table below (Figure 14) shows that 63 per cent of victims of Non-Domestic Violent Crime are
Males. Victims of Non-Domestic Violent Crime within Charnwood CDRP are predominantly
between the ages of 16 and 20. This age group accounts for 22 per cent of all victims of Non-
Domestic Violent Crime committed since April 2006.

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Ethnic Breakdown of Victims
Data from the 2001 Population Census shows that over 90 per cent of the population of
Charnwood CDRP is of White European Ethnicity (Figure 16). In the reporting period, this Ethnic
group has accounted for, on average, 85 per cent of all victims of Non-Domestic Violent Crime. It
is acknowledged that the Ethnic make-up of the CDRP may have altered somewhat since the last
population census; however this is the most up to date source of data available.

Census) is made up almost entirely of White European Ethnicity (91.7 per cent). White European
offenders in this category, since April 2006, have consistently accounted for almost 90 per cent of
all Non-Domestic Violent Crime within the CDRP.
