7. Workgroup Programme
Transport
David Evans is leading on the Transport Survey of all LSP partner organisations and has begun categorising the areas he will be looking at.  The survey is still yet to be completed.
The group have written to the council on the new transport plan being proposed. 
TS stated that it was important that responses to LSP consultation requests went through the LSP board as opposed to the sub group. TH is managing the response.

Adaptation

The Adaptation Workshops for the LSP were held on 27th January and were attended by 30 members including the Chief Exec of CBC and Leader of the Council. It enabled the LSP to identify priority actions to be taken forward by the delivery groups as well as an opportunity to disseminate information on the UKCIP projections.

Energy/Business
BM has proposed the holding of an event for Charnwood Business on Energy Efficiency with the view on supporting SME drive down fuel related overheads to increase profit.
Loughborough University Business School is hosting an event on a similar theme with organisations who work with SMEs. There is a need to find out if this event is targeting the same audience. If so, BM and TO are more inclined to partner in the university event. Contact is being made with Nick Beesley to discuss options.
